My Old Testament professor in seminary said that new 
students almost inevitably enter into seminary with two 
assumptions: 1. The God of the Old Testament is mean, 
violent, and judgmental, while the God of the New Tes-
tament is loving, peaceful, and full of grace, and 2. 
Christians don’t really need to understand the Old Testa-
ment because the New Testament supersedes it.  

 

While churches might not blatantly make these state-
ments, the way we approach everything from Christian education to worship services reflects an 
aversion (or at least hesitancy) to include the first 2/3rds of the Bible. We often fail to articulate that 
although biblical writers do tend to describe God and events differently throughout the cannon of 
Scripture, God remains the same throughout.  

 

This fall we will explore these commonplace assumptions by considering how the Old Testament 
plays a crucial role in the Christian faith through a six week sermon series titled: The Epic of Eden: 

A Covenantal Journey. My hope is that this series will help dispel some common misconceptions 
about the Old Testament and develop a new appreciation for the Old Testament within us.  

 

I also hope to show through this series that we cannot truly understand (nor appreciate) the New Tes-
tament without the Old Testament. The whole of the Bible is our story. Beginning with Eden in Gen-
esis and ending with New Jerusalem in Revelation, the Bible tells the story of God’s overarching, re-
deeming plan for His creation…and we are a part of that story! We miss the entire first 2/3rds of the 
story if we disregard the Old Testament. 

 

Obviously we cannot cover all (or even a significant fraction) of the Old Testament in six weeks; 
however, we can cover the major covenants found in the Bible. Beginning on September 8th, we will 
explore the five major phases of God’s plan of redemption as found in the Old Testament: Eden 
(Adam), Noah, Abraham, Moses, and David; and will conclude with the New Covenant on October 
13th. We will see how God worked through the covenants He made with each of these figures and 
how these covenants paved the way for God’s ultimate redemptive plan: Jesus Christ, the Messiah.  

 

I hope you will commit to making attendance a priority in the coming weeks. Since this will be a ser-
mon series, each week connects to the following week. If you miss a week you will miss out on some 
of the cohesion of God’s redemptive story. If you are interested in exploring the material more in 
depth, you can order the Epic of Eden book and/or study guide through Seedbed.com or Amazon.  

 

Let us all join together in exploring God’s remarkable redemption story this fall!

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Labor Day Fun Facts: Labor Day in the United States is a public holiday celebrated on the first 

Monday in September. It honors the American labor movement and the contributions that workers have made 

to the strength, prosperity, and well-being of their country. 

¶ There is disagreement about who actually proposed Labor Day as a holiday. Some say it was Peter J. 

McGuire, who was the cofounder of the American Federation of Labor. Others believe that it was Matthew 
Maguire, a machinist.  

¶ The first celebrated US Labor Day was on Tuesday, September 5, 1882 in New York City. 

¶ Canada is said to have originated the idea of hosting a day honoring the labor movement. 

¶ Oregon was the first state to celebrate Labor Day as a legal holiday in 1887. 

¶ The decision to make Labor Day the first Monday of September was approved on June 28, 1894. 

¶ Labor Day started as a part of the labor union movement, to recognize the contributions of men and women in the US workforce, 

but modernly is seen as a chance to celebrate the last weekend of summer. 

¶ The Adamson Act was passed on September 3, 1916 to establish an eight-hour work day. 

¶ Historians say the expression “no white after Labor Day” comes from when the upper class would return from their summer va-
cations and stow away their lightweight, white summer clothes as they returned back to school and work. 

¶ There is still a Labor Day parade in New York City, which takes place throughout the 20 blocks north of the 1882 labor march. 

¶ The average American’s commute to work takes 25.8 minutes.
